The RIG provides an indeterministic input (ie the RIG has no causally antecedent states) to the SIS. The RIG cannot therefore be a source of UR. The only way that UR can arise in the RIG/SIS combination is therefore if the agent has UR for the SIS; but this would entail a never-ending string of UR for each of the causally antecedent states of the SIS.
